All 4-H YOUTH, PARENTS, AND VOLUNTEERS MUST FOLLOW THE MICHIGAN 4-H
PROGRAM CLOVERBUD POLICYIf 4-H cloverbud members are to have direct

contact with an animal, the contact must take place with direct, one-on-
one assistance from a responsible parent, guardian or adult volunteer.

The parent, guardian or adult volunteer must be wit h or near the child at

all times while the child is in contact with the an imal. Five and six

year olds may be involved with animals on a halter and lead. They must be
directly assisted one-on-one by a parent, guardian or adult volunteer who
is on the ground holding the animal’s halter or lea d to maximize safety.
Children age five and six may be involved with non haltered animals such
as swine, chickens, and rabbits. 4-H cloverbuds ag es 7 and 8 (who haven’t
reached the 4-H age of 9) may be involved with an a nimal on a halter and
lead. They must be assisted by either parent or gu ardian or another adult
or older youth volunteer who is on the ground holdi ng the halter and lead.
This policy applies to all animals shown by Cloverb ud participants at the

Bay County Fair and Youth Exposition.

****NO PARENTS, LEADERS, OR ANY OTHER PERSON WILL B E ALLOWED IN THE ARENA
WITH THE EXHIBITORS EXCEPT FOR PARENTS OR GUARDIANSOF CLOVERBUDS OR
PERSONS DESIGNATED BY THE SUPERINTENDENTS. AGE IS CALCULATED BY 4HER'’S
AGE AS OF JANUARY 1 OF THE CURRENT YEAR.



RULES GOVERNING ENTRIES AND AWARDS

Information for all exhibitors:

The Board of Directors reserves the final and absolute right to
interpret the rules and arbitrarily settle all matt ers, questions, and
differences in regard to the rules. Further, these rules may be modified
or deleted as deemed necessary by the Board of Dire ctors.

It is the expectation of all exhibitors to hel p promote the
professionalism and value of our fair by volunteeri ng at least two hours
during fair.

Disregard of these rules and any regulations may r esult in forfeit of
all premiums, rights and privileges without recours e.

Exhibitors' tags have no value as to payment o f premiums as these are
determined from judging records only. All premium monies are contingent
upon State participation. In the event of a decrea se in anticipated state
participation, premiums will be pro-rated to adjust for the decrease.
Errors must be called to the attention of the Fair Board no later than one
week after premiums payment.

The Fair Board insures diligence in the care a nd protection of all
exhibits after their arrival to the correct display area, but under no
circumstances will the Management or Board be respo nsible for loss, theft,
injury, or damage by fire, lightning, wind, or any other agency, and the
management there of shall be indemnified by the exh ibitor(s) of any and
all legal or other proceedings relating there to.

Open class entry forms and 4H entry forms will be t aken at the
Canteen Building on the Bay County Fairgrounds, 800 Livingston St., Bay
City, MI. from 3:00 p.m. to 7:00 p.m. on Friday, Ju ly 17, 2009 and from
9:00 a.m. to 12:00 p.m. on Saturday, July 18, 2009. You can request an
entry form from MSU Extension Office-Bay County at (989) 895-4026. No
entries will be received after July 18

Space in the Horse Barn and Livestock Barn is limit ed. Stalls and
pens will be assigned to enrolled 4-H youth first, followed by open class
youth and adults. This may require you to trailer your animal(s) to the
fair competition/participation.

Management reserves the right to refuse any entry form. Use separate
entry forms for each department.

Youth enrolled in 4-H may only participate in clas ses listed in
Youth Departments.

4-H still projects will be judged Sunday, Augu st 9, 2009 from 4:00
p.m. until 6:30 p.m. On July 17, and July 18, 2009 , 4-H Organizational
Leaders must sign up for a time for their club to b e judged in the
Merchant’s Building on the Bay County Fairgrounds. All 4-H exhibitors are
asked to bring their projects with entry tags compl eted to the Merchant’s
Building for a brief discussion with a judge. Once judging is complete,
exhibitors must transport their projects to the Can teen Building on the
Bay County Fair Grounds to display their projects. A leader from your 4-H
Club will receive the projects and display them att ractively.  All
projects will be displayed by club.

Used only as the extra-label directions provided by the
veterinarian describe.
iii. With an established veterinarian-client-patient
relationship.
iv.  For a valid medical purpose only.

v. The timing of drug withdrawal is extended as stated by the
prescribing veterinarian on the label and can be fo llowed
without risk to food safety.

Administration or allowance of administration of a prescription,
extra-label usage, or over-the-counter drug to live stock
intended for a non-terminal show, either before or during the
exhibition unless the drug as described is administ ered under

the following conditions:



I. By or under the supervision of a veterinarian, if a
prescription or extra-label usage drug is used or b y or
under the supervision of the exhibitor/owner, if an over —
the-counter drug is used.
il. Use only as directed by the label or prescription.

ii. With an established veterinarian-client-patient
relationship.
iv.  For a valid medical purpose only.

k. Food products obtained from livestock administered with a drug
shall not be used for human consumption. An exampl e of a food
product includes milk.

3. The exhibitor is responsible of any violation relat ed to the
adulteration or possible adulteration of livestock or food products.
A violation includes either of the following:
a. Improper withdrawal times followed and/or condemnat ion of

carcasses due to volatile drug residues.
b. Taints and product quality issues.
Drug Testing

1. Management/Superintendents reserve the right to tes t any animal for
drugs they deem appropriate.

2. All drug testing cost incurred will be the responsi bility of the
animal owner.

3. Drug testing may include, but is not limited to, th e collection of
urine, blood, tissue, hair or any other devises nee ded to complete
testing.

4. An on-call veterinarian will collect any or all spe cimens listed
above to complete testing in accordance with the Mi chigan
Department of Agriculture.

5. Test samples may be collected before, during or imm ediately after a
class/show.

6. Cost incurred with the veterinarian are the respons ibility of the
animal owner.

7. Management/Superintendents reserve the right to cho ose the
veterinarian that will perform the testing.

8. lIftesting is refused, all premium monies will be f orfeited.
